*Clean white or dark, solid colored pants or below-the-knee skirts.


*Footwear appropriate for safety around livestock (no open toes, sandals, flip flops or bare feet)

SHOWMANSHIP — Sign up by 7:45am (age as of 6/4/10).

SPEED MILKING COMPETITION — Open to all youth ages 1-18 years. Contestants will milk at designated area for 60 seconds. Milk is weighed and recorded. Competition will be ongoing throughout the morning.

GOAT COLORING CONTEST — Pictures and coloring material provided at the show.  Age groups same as showmanship.  Coloring table open throughout the day.

GOAT KID AGILITY — Open to all youth age 1-18 years. Goat kids will proceed through an obstacle course. No leads or harnesses. No pulling or touching animal. Food or bottles may be used to “coax” the animal through the course.  Following the Jr. doe show.
COSTUME PARADE FINALE — Following the goat kid agility. Open to all youth ages 1-18 years. Youth and goats are encouraged to be creative.  Categories for funniest, prettiest and most original.
