SHOW RULES

1. ADGA RULES SHALL GOVERN

2. The Junior and Senior shows are separately sanctioned by ADGA. Senior sanctioned are Alpine, LaMancha, Nigerian Dwarf, Nubian, Toggenburg, AOP and Best in Show.  Junior sanctioned are Alpines, Nubians and AOP.  This will be the order of the show. Champion Challenge will be offered in both Sr. doe rings. 

3. Original registration papers (required for animals 6 months of age or older) ADGA stamped duplicates (on animals under 6 months of age) must be shown to the show secretary before the start of the show. 

4. NO HORNED animals allowed

5. No pre-show milk out.

6. No bucks allowed.

7. Base date for computing the age of animals is May 8, 2010.

HEALTH RULES

1. All animals will be inspected BEFORE unloading. Animals showing signs of infectious disease or ill health will be sent home. The decision of the vet is final.
2. Animals coming in from outside Ohio must have an official 30-day health certificate from the state of origin. Health papers will be checked and goats examined by a veterinarian or show committee member.
*****YOU MAY NOT UNLOAD UNTIL ANIMALS HAVE BEEN INSPECTED*****

ENTRIES AND FEES

1. $6.00 per goat if entered in both rings. Late fee is $7.00. 
2. $3.50 per goat if entered in one ring.  Late fee is $4.00.

3. Late fees will be charged for registrations not post-marked by May 1, 2010
4. NO CHARGE for Showmanship and all other Youth Competitions

5. Check or money order must accompany the entry form with full amount of entry in U.S. funds. NO REFUNDS.

6. Send ALL entries to Lori Collins, 9787 Hooper Road, Athens, Ohio  45701. (Checks payable to OVDGA) RETURN CHECK FEE OF $30.00. Entry fees must accompany entries.
7. Exhibitors must have health check release BEFORE checking in at the secretary table.
8. Camping-$20 per night. NO ELECTRIC HOOK-UPS TO CAMPERS IN BARNS. EVERYONE PAYS FOR CAMPING WITH OR WITHOUT ELECTRIC HOOK-UPS INCLUDING TENT CAMPERS.

9. There will be a $1.00 pen fee for each pen occupied by the exhibitor and their animals payable at the show.

GENERAL OVDGA RULES

1. No alcoholic beverages or illegal substances will be permitted.

2. No Smoking in the barns

3. No dogs allowed in or around barn or show arena

4. OVDGA will not be held responsible for losses, damage, or accidents. 

5. Any person or family not exhibiting proper behavior as judged by the show committee will be required to leave immediately. Parents are responsible for their children at all times.

6. Milk is to ONLY be dumped in the designated areas. 

7. No open flames of any kind permitted in or around barns or show arena.

2. Entries close 7:45am Saturday 5/08/10 and animals must be in place. 

3. No arrivals before 6am the Day of Show
